Classification Procedures and Protocols

2010 Summer Games Basketball Tournament

1)       Initial gym assignments were based on the team evaluation questionnaires and tournament results from your Area competitions.  Some teams will be asked to move from one gym to another in order to confirm the highest and lowest level of play of each court so we don’t have the same ability levels playing in different gyms.  Please note the levels (1-9 with 1 being the lowest and 9 the highest) next to the classification time.  These levels are arbitrary rankings so you will know where your team sits in relation to other teams in terms of pre-rankings.  If you feel your team is starting in a level too high or too low, please email me at rfoederer@sbcglobal.net and let me know why in case we need to move your team prior to your arrival.
2)      Upon arrival at the Mavericks Activity Center (MAC), all coaches should check in at the team registration table.
3)       If your team is scheduled in the 1:30 p.m. time slot, please bring your team directly to your scheduled gym and court.  If your team is in the 2:15, 3:00, or 3:45 p.m. time slot, please check in at the registration table and then take your team to your respective gym.

4)       Head Coaches are strongly encouraged to come as early as possible to the court your team will classify on and watch other teams play and give input to the evaluators as to how your team compares with those playing.  This will expedite moving your team to another court if needed.
5)       Please have a completed copy of your team classification roster form with you.

6)       We will make every attempt to make classification flow as smoothly as possible.  Enclosed is a “rough” schedule that we will follow.  We make every attempt to see teams in the order or block that they are scheduled; however, circumstances such as skill level and competitiveness of scrimmages will dictate the flow of classification.

7)       A team will be seen as many times as needed until the classification committee has a good read on the team.  Once two teams are deemed equal, the team seen first will be allowed to leave.  If a scrimmage is deemed non-competitive, it will be stopped immediately. At that time, one of the teams or possibly both of the teams will be asked to clear the floor.

8)       Please play your best five at the beginning of each scrimmage and the evaluators will let you know when or if you can substitute.

9)       In an effort to create competitive divisions, we are asking teams that press full court during the actual tournament show that press during classification games.  If you do not press during classification, you will not be allowed to press during the actual tournament play. Teams who have the skill to press or break a press may be placed in press divisions whether they press at classification or not.

10) Classification scrimmages will consist of a 5 minute game, with no foul shot attempts.

11) Please have your athletes wear their basketball jerseys so their numbers can be recorded on the game evaluation form.

12) Please be as prompt as possible.  We can understand there will be some travel difficulties, but we ask you to be as prompt as you can.

13) A reminder that no jewelry is allowed on the court so please take care of this before arriving on the court.
